Scopes of Work – Electric
Performance Requirements and Activity Expectations

Performance Requirements:

Rough Electric:


For a period of five (5) years from the date of closing, the electrical distribution system shall maintain its design capability in accordance with the prevailing electrical codes.
Final Electric:


In conformance with the rough electric performance standards, all final electric functions shall remain fully operational and maintain their integrity for a period of five (5) years.  Included in this coverage are fixtures supplied by this subcontractor, electrical openings (outlets, switches), appliances supplied by this subcontractor, service panels, and meter raceways (excluding meter).  The electrical distribution system shall remain free of defects during this period.
Non-Performance Remedy:
A problem resulting apart from workmanship and materials supplied by the Subcontractor is not the responsibility of the Subcontractor.  The Subcontractor shall make any necessary repairs and/or replacements per the performance requirements.  Repairs due to homeowner negligence or extreme weather conditions are not the responsibility of the subcontractor.  
The Subcontractor shall make any repairs and/or replacements necessary to maintain a fully operational system for a period outlined above.  Upon system failure, Subcontractor assumes responsibility for all secondary damages and their repair as a result of poor workmanship.  Final determination of any remedial action will be made by a Habitat for Humanity Detroit representative.

Scope of Work

1. Obtain all permits and inspections.  Separate permit costs from labor and material charges.
2. This contract may require multiple mobilizations.

3. Install 2x4 pressure-treated lumber behind PCM bracket prior to installation on foundation wall.

4. Provide all labor and materials, excluding panel boxes, breakers, AFCI breakers, and surge suppressors (these items are donated to Habitat)

5. Install ventilation fans so as to minimize length, kinks and turns in the ductwork.

6. All switches, fixture boxes, panels and outlets to be installed at the locations as directed by Construction Manager/Code or plans.  Maximum height from floor for switches and receptacles not to exceed 48” for ADA compliance.
7. Rough wire per Habitat for Humanity Detroit electrical plans.  Always add a 110v outlet next to cable T.V. locations.

8. Drill in the middle 1/3 of joists, no notching, and no holes within 2” of top or bottom of joists.

9. Complete all wiring back to panel at time of the rough including electrical outlets, and all basement work.
10. At time of rough, provide active outlets for the following:

a. Alarm

b. GFCI at the panel

c. 1 active outlet in each bathroom

d. Laundry circuit

11. Fire stop all electrical penetrations.

12. Install boxes maximum ½” out from stud, plumb and level.
13. The breaker panel shall be labeled clearly and legibly.

14. Install smoke detectors per code and per print.

15. Broom sweep unit daily after work is complete.  All trash and debris generated by subcontractor must be removed from the house and disposed of properly.  HFHD will provide a dumpster for trash and a dumpster for recyclable materials.
16. Take due care so as to not damage any other subcontractor or volunteer work.

17. Electrician is responsible for protecting vinyl, counter top, and cabinet surface from damage during work.  No tools or supplies may be placed on countertops.

18. All exterior outlets and light fixtures to be installed 30” from all doors and windows to avoid shutters, and exterior trim.  Verify with plan placement of fixtures for each plan.  Doorbell wires should not be installed through brick mold.
19. Remove and reinstall any access panels.

20. The Subcontractor is responsible for protecting vinyl, laminate and mirror surfaces.  No tools or supplies may be placed on countertops.

21. Install a fire-rated expanding foam product around all exterior wall penetrations and boxes.
22. Provide 24-hour emergency answering service and respond within 30 minutes on any call.  Any emergency problem pertinent to agreed workmanship shall be resolved within 2 hours.

23. Subcontractor shall provide a sticker on the electric panel with emergency contact information.
24. Hot check before final inspection including the replacement of burned out light bulbs, all circuits, all fixtures, all appliances and GFCI receptacles.

25. Provide an on-site representative to accompany inspectors and address violations.

26. Subcontractor is responsible for access to and securing of each house when work or inspections are being performed.  This includes securing Habitat-issued keys and alarm codes.

27. Provide an on-site representative to walk the site once per month or as requested with the Construction Manager, to address loose ends.

28. Obtain all inspections within 48 hours of notification by HFHD.

Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) and Section 3 Compliance Statement
The subcontractor agrees that when CDBG funds are being sought to reimburse HFHD for services rendered, the subcontractor shall meet all requirements called for by the CDBG agreement, including but not limited to reporting requirements, Executive Order 2007-1, and Davis-Bacon regulations in terms of prevailing wages.  Habitat Detroit will identify those properties for which CDBG funds are being sought.

The subcontractor is responsible for obtaining materials and supplies from Detroit-based companies when possible.
The Section 3 program requires that recipients of certain HUD financial assistance, to the greatest extent possible, provide job training, employment, and contract opportunities for low- or very-low income residents in connection with projects and activities in their neighborhoods.

Subcontractor is solely responsible for the proper use, storage and handling of all materials including, but not limited to, potential pollutants used in Subcontractor’s work.  Subcontractor to supply site supervisor with MSDS sheet for any and all material used or stored on job site.  Subcontractor at all times shall keep the premises, including any storage area used by Subcontractor free from all rubbish, debris and surplus material that may accumulate as a result of work performed on site.
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
