Scopes of Work – Interior and Exterior Flatwork
Performance Requirements and Activity Expectations

Performance Requirements:

Concrete shall be the appropriate consistency to meet the design standards, strength, and workability for the application.  Concrete slabs shall maintain design strength, bearing capacity, surface/finish characteristics and provide the appropriate drainage for a minimum period of five (5) years.  Preparations shall eliminate the potential for water penetration.
Driveways, steps, walkways and city walks shall maintain design strength, surface appearance and positive drainage characteristics for a minimum period of five (5) years.

Non-Performance Remedy:
It shall be the Subcontractor’s responsibility to make repairs or restitution for the following problems resulting from a failure to meet the performance standard.  Where failure has occurred resulting from the concrete not meeting the specified design strength, it shall be the responsibility of the Subcontractor, in connection with the supplier, to take whatever corrective action is necessary to eliminate the problem.  In addition, it shall be their responsibility to make restitution for the resulting repair work caused by the problem.

Slab on Grade:
Basement floors and exterior flatwork shall not have cracks wider than 3/32” or over 1/16” in vertical displacement.  No pits, depressions or areas of unevenness in excess of ¼” over 32 inches are acceptable.  Zip strips and control joints shall be installed per Habitat Detroit plans.  Unfit backfill materials must be brought to the attention of the Site Supervisor.
Slabs and Exterior Flatwork:
Slabs and exterior flatwork shall not have discoloration or spotting.  Stoops/porches, steps, and garage floors shall not settle, heave, or separate from the house structure in excess of ½”.  Control and expansion joints are to be located properly and installed per Habitat Detroit plans.  Unfit backfill materials must be brought to the attention of the Site Supervisor.
Exterior Concrete Surfaces:
Concrete surfaces shall not hold or pond water in excess of 3/16” and shall be pitched to drain from stoops, porches, and steps.
Cracks or settlement in concrete drives exceeding ¼” in with and/or ¼” in vertical displacement shall be repaired by the Subcontractor.  Any depression deep enough to retain water shall also be repaired; patching is an acceptable resolution subject to final determination by a Habitat Detroit Representative.  Problems that are not a result of surface preparation, workmanship or material failure are not the responsibility of the Subcontractor.
Scope of Work

1. Establish finished floor height per plans.
2. Place and grade sub-base to allow a minimum of 4” thick slab.

3. Footing must be cleaned of debris to ensure proper slab thickness.

4. Supply and place 6-mil poly sheeting on basement floor prep per code.

5. Supply, place and finish minimum 3000 PSI (28 day) concrete for interior and exterior work.

6. Supply and place control joints per HFHD plans.

7. Basement floor must be pitched to floor drain.  Concrete mounded at cleanouts or other penetrations is not acceptable.
8. Water lead shall be protected by a plastic sleeve, poured into the floor, and no further than 18” from the foundation wall.

9. Ensure basement columns are not disturbed and are plumb at the completion of the pour.

10. Ensure floor drains, cleanouts, and other penetrations are plumb and capped off prior to the pour.

11. Apply smooth finish to basement, garage and porches.  Apply broom finish to drives, walks and steps.

12. Face finish steps and porches.

13. Patch any voids immediately after stripping.

14. Subcontractor to score porches every 6 feet, 1” deep.
15. Subcontractor to expose lead walls/haunches to ensure proper support.

16. Install rebar as necessary in steps and garage slab to prevent settling.
17. Supply and place fabric between driveway and house, around corner to front steps.  Fabric to be placed on top of 1x3 sub base to retain gravel and sand and prevent drive and walkway from settling.

18. Compact sand to ensure a solid base.

19. Porches must be pitched away from the house.

20. Pour minimum 6” drive apron per city specifications.

21. Prep and pour all ADA ramps at street corners as necessary.  Subcontractor is responsible for supplying inserts as well as for maintaining all slopes and specifications the city has established.
22. City walks are to be pitched per city specifications.

23. Drives and walkways are to be pitched to properly drain water away from the house structure.

24. Remove form material from the site after stripping.

25. Fresh concrete surfaces must be protected from inclement weather.

26. Protect adjacent surfaces from concrete splash at all times.
27. Subcontractor must ensure steps meet code requirements for rise and run.

28. Subcontractor to supply forms, ladders, and all tools necessary to complete the job.  Where power is not available, Subcontractor must supply a generator for temporary power.

29. Exterior flatwork must be sealed properly within 48 hours of the pour and per sealant manufacturer’s specifications.
30. Remove cut nails when forms are removed.

31. Take due care so as to not damage any other subcontractor or volunteer work.

Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) and Section 3 Compliance Statement
The subcontractor agrees that when CDBG funds are being sought to reimburse HFHD for services rendered, the subcontractor shall meet all requirements called for by the CDBG agreement, including but not limited to reporting requirements, Executive Order 2007-1, and Davis-Bacon regulations in terms of prevailing wages.  Habitat Detroit will identify those properties for which CDBG funds are being sought.

The subcontractor is responsible for obtaining materials and supplies from Detroit-based companies when possible.
The Section 3 program requires that recipients of certain HUD financial assistance, to the greatest extent possible, provide job training, employment, and contract opportunities for low- or very-low income residents in connection with projects and activities in their neighborhoods.

Subcontractor is solely responsible for the proper use, storage and handling of all materials including, but not limited to, potential pollutants used in Subcontractor’s work.  Subcontractor to supply site supervisor with MSDS sheet for any and all material used or stored on job site.  Subcontractor at all times shall keep the premises, including any storage area used by Subcontractor free from all rubbish, debris and surplus material that may accumulate as a result of work performed on site.
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
